Finally we have a great FS2002 creation of the North American T-6!!! Thanks to Denis DaSilva from Brasil. I believe a lot of people have downloaded the one or more of these beautiful Harvard – Texan – SNJ aircraft.


Well, I did , however, I found that the aircraft was irritating out of balance. After take-off, it keeps turning to the left, whatever I do.


At first I was looking for the problem in the realism settings, specially the torque slider, but this is not the case.


The aircraft is out of balance due to a wrong fuel tank configuration.





Denis has the following in his AIRCRAFT.CFG file:

Center1=-1.500, 0.000, -1.200, 90.000, 0.000


External1=0.000, -5.100, -2.500, 58.000, 0.000


fuel_type=1.000000


number_of_tank_selectors=1





As I am quite familiar with the T-6 I knew this was wrong.


In “real life” the T-6 does not have an internal tank, nor does it have an external tank.


The aircraft has one left and one right main tank (both 55 gallons) in the centre section of the wing!


So Denis’s configuration causes the aircraft to be out of balance.





To get the T-6 perfectly balanced, go to the [fuel] section of the AIRCRAFT.CFG file and replace the contents with this information:





[fuel]


LeftMain= 0.000, -3.500, -1.600, 55.000, 0.000


RightMain= 0.000, 3.500, -1.600, 55.000, 0.000


fuel_type=1.000


number_of_tank_selectors=1





Then close and save the file and you have a perfectly balanced T-6!


Now, get in your T-6 and fly away!!!
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
