1) About the airline : from OLT to Lufthansa Cityline

DLT was originally founded in 1958 as "OLT Ostfriesische Lufttaxi" providing services to and from the Islands in the German part of the North Sea. In 1974 OLT was renamed DLT Luftverkehrsgesellschaft and started regional services within Germany. Only 4 years later, in 1978, Lufthansa German Airlines (LH) acquired a stake of 26% in DLT. At the same time DLT started flights with Shorts 330 aircraft on behalf of Lufthansa, still using its own IATA code "DW". 

1981 saw the introduction of the first Hawker-Siddeley HS748 Series 2B (later called BAe 748). Between March 1981 and September 1984 DLT received a total of 6 BAe 748 Series 2B, registered D-AHSA (c/n 1784), D-AHSB (c/n 1785), D-AHSC (c/n 1786), D-AHSD (c/n 1791), D-AHSE (c/n 1792) and D-AHSF (c/n 1797) which is represented here for FS98. The BAe 748 were used on German domestic routes between secondary destinations (like Stuttgart-Hannover or Dusseldorf-Westerland) as well as on international flights to Brussels, Copenhagen, Geneva, Venice, Paris or Zurich.

In 1986 DLT received the first Embraer 120 "Brasilia" 30-seater. 3 Years later, in 1989 delivery of the first new Fokker 50, which replaced the entire BAe 748 fleet at DLT, started. In the same year Lufthansa became the majority shareholder of DLT. In 1990 DLT was the launch customer of the Canadair Regional Jet which was delivered 2 years later in 1992. 

Also in 1992 DLT changed its name into "Lufthansa Cityline", now being a fully owned subsidiary of Lufthansa in 1993. All flights were now operated under the LH-prefix. At this time the fleet consists of Fokker 50 and Canadair Regional Jet aircraft. 1994 saw the introduction of Avro-85 regional jets and the adoption of the standard Lufthansa livery. The Fokker 50 was gradually transferred to "Team Lufthansa" partner Contact Air, converting Lufthansa Cityline to an all-jet airline in March 1997. Since then Lufthansa Cityline concentrates on two aircraft types : the Canadair Regional Jet and the Avro RJ-85. In 1998 Lufthansa Cityline celebrated it's 40th birthday and received it's 50th jet aircraft. On March 22, 1999, 51 aircraft flew for Lufthansa Cityline, including 33 Canadair Regional jets and 18 Avro RJ-85

Currently LH Cityline is the launch customer for the new range of Dornier Regional jet aircraft.

2) About the aircraft : from Avro to British Aerospace

The design of the BAe 748 (originally Avro 748, later Hawker-Siddeley 748) started in 1957/58 as a replacement for the DC-3 in civil airline service. When Avro started developing the 748, its direct competitor, the Fokker F-27 "Friendship" was already available as well as a number of other aircraft in the same category like the Convair 240/340/440. 

The first prototype's (G-APZV) maiden flight took place on 24th June 1960, lasting 2 hours 41 minutes. On 18th January 1962 the first Avro 748 was delivered to Aerolineas Argentinas. 1963 the aircraft changed it's name into Hawker-Siddeley 748. 

During the following years several variations of the Hawker-Siddeley 748 were developed, featuring a wider wingspan, advanced versions of the Rolls-Royce Dart engines and increased payload plus many other details. There were also several military versions, amongst them the Andover C.MK1. 89 aircraft were manufactured under a license agreement by Hindustan Aeronautics for delivery to Indian Airlines and the Indian Airforce.

Production of the BAe 748 ended in the mid-1980's when BAe started delivery of the new ATP (=Advanced Turbo Prop).

6) Some final words :

This BAe 748 is the second aircraft I ever painted for FS98. It is also the first I ever animated, so I would be very happy for any feedback on how to improve it. I intend to upgrade the afx file by rounding the fuselage in AF99, also by adding more textures (e.g. inner wing portion), but still didn’t have the time and patience to find out how to do this. I also have the animation of the ailerons, rudder and nose gear on my agenda, but this also requires some work in AF99 which I still don’t know.

In FS98 this aircraft shows a lot of bleed through. As I have heard, these effects won’t appear in FS2000 any more.

If there’s anybody amongst you who would like to do these AF99 upgrades to the master afx I would be more than glad if you would contact me. I still have several more paintschemes on my agenda, amongst them are the BAe 748’s in Dan-Air London Colours, British Airways, Bahamasair etc....

I know this aircraft is still far from being perfect but nevertheless I hope you’ll enjoy flying it as much as I enjoyed working on it!
